WHAT HAPPENS TO YOUR RECYCLING AFTER COLLECTION?

At the time of collection the
driver will do a visual check of the
recycling bin to ensure there is no
contamination like plastic bags,
food or textiles. The recyclables
will then be transported to a
Materials Recovery Facility (MRF)
for processing. A combination

of automated machinery

and manual sorters sort the
recyclables into different streams
to be baled. Once baled, the
recyclables are transported to
onshore recyclers or exported to
be turned into new products and
materials. The only exception to
this is glass which is separated
from the other recyclables and
transported to a local recycler for
crushing and re-use in road base
material and road construction.

Metal cans and tin plate are
smelted down and turned

into new metal products like
reinforcing bar with aluminium
cans also smelted down for
use in the manufacture of new
aluminium cans.

HDPE (cloudy milk containers)
and PET (water, soft drink
bottles) plastics are exported

to international markets for
processing into plastic flakes for
manufacture of play equipment
and polar fleece jumpers.

The remaining mixed plastics
(faundry liquid, washing and
shampoo bottles and any coloured
plastics) are currently sent to a
Victorian processing facility for
washing and flaking for sale to
local and overseas customers for
manufacture of bottles, containers
and other products.
